PRESENTATION/DISCUSSION 

1. Water Filtration Plant – George Rosamond 
Architect George Rosamond of Lothrop Associates was in attendance and presented an update 
on the conceptual design for the proposed water filtration plant. He advised that in addition to the 
plant, there would be an administrative area and garage. He noted that the parking lot would not 
be visible from Route 35 and that the facility would appear to be a “barn in the woods” with a 
stone exterior, with the silo made of wood to contrast with the stone. He added that the building 
would be “green” and that they were attempting to maintain the wooded character of the area.  
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He pointed out that the next step in the process would be the submission of an application to the 
New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYC DEP), which would be done next 
week with the hope that approval would be done within a month. He added that the review board 
on the project was the New York City Design Commission and had previously been the Civic 
Arts Commission.  
 

2. Wetlands Control Commission – Andrew Messinger 
Andrew Messinger, Chairman of the Bedford Wetlands Control Commission was present and 
gave a summary of the points he’d made in a letter to Supervisor Roberts and the Members of the 
Town Board. He noted that since the institution of administrative permits in 2005, there’s a been 
a substantial savings to applicants by not having to go through the formal application process for 
a minor project. He discussed several changes to the Wetlands Code that the Commission would 
like to see enacted and reviewed with the Town Board how that would be accomplished. The 
recommendation was made to put the proposed revisions together then schedule a work session 
with the Town Board. 
 

3. Indian Hill Road traffic concerns update 
Chief Menzel reviewed the accident history on this road, located in Bedford Village. He advised 
that there had been three (3) accidents on it over the last five (5) years. He noted that he and 
Commissioner of Public Works Kevin Winn had met with several residents of Indian Hill Road 
and had discussed guidelines for the installation of speed humps, adding that the west side of this 
road is not a good location for speed humps due to the steep grade of the area adjacent to the 
roadway. Also considered were other traffic calming measures such as re-painting the double 
yellow line in the roadway, installation of additional “Children at Play” signs and a letter from 
the Chief to area residents informing them of the traffic concerns.  
 
Mr. Winn spoke about the current signs that are along the road and how they could be improved 
upon. He noted that speed humps on this type of grade could be dangerous as there is not enough 
length of road. He felt that education and enforcement would be important for the residents on 
this road.  
 
Two (2) residents of the road expressed concerns about the increased volume of traffic on the 
road, especially during the morning hours. One of the residents requested that a traffic study be 
performed.  
 
The Board advised that they felt that the traffic calming measures should be tried and then this 
matter re-visited in two (2) months.  
 
CORRESPONDENCE 

1. Bedford Theater Group request to have on-line ticket sales through a Town bank account. 
Town Comptroller Ed Ritter explained that the Bedford Theatre Group would like to have the 
ability to sell tickets to performances on-line, however, there had been no written request 
submitted by this group. He added that the group had no tax I.D. number, which would make the 
responsibility entirely the Town’s. A representative of the Theatre Group had given him a 
proposal from Vendini Professional Box Office Solutions that would allow a patron to go on line 
and choose a seat and pay for the tickets. This service must go through a business checking 
account and he pointed out that he needed more time to investigate this further. He felt that the 
Town should be handling the money. 
 
Town Attorney Nancy Tagliafierro added that the contract was from a firm in California, which 
places all the liability on the Town of Bedford and the transactions would be handled by 
individuals who were not Town employees.  
 
Mrs. Roberts asked if there was another way to accomplish this service, such as Pay-Pal or if the 
Theatre Group incorporated and was a 501(3) c charitable group. It was pointed out that the Pay-
Pal service did not work for this type of transaction and it was suggested that perhaps a member 
of the Theatre Group could run this type of system through their company.  
 
The Board felt that further investigation was needed and asked Mr. Ritter to contact the Theatre 
Group to discuss other possibilities.  
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2. Letter from Table Local Market regarding plans for signage, farm market and coffee 
service at the Bedford Hills Train Station. 

 
The Town Board acknowledged the receipt of a letter dated March 20, 2009 from Cynthia 
Brennan and Jennifer Anderson of Table Local Market, 11 Babbitt Road, Bedford Hills and 
asked Ms. Brennan to address the Board regarding their requests for: 1) that better and 
clearer signage be placed in the hamlet of Bedford Hills indicating where parking is, 2) 
permission to conduct a Farmer’s market on one day of the weekend in either commuter lot 
#4 or #5 and 3) to lease the portion of the train station that acts as access to the rest rooms 
and place a morning coffee service in that space to serve the commuters. 
 
Mr. Osterman responded to the first request advising that he would review the signage in the 
hamlet to determine what could be done. 
 
The Town Board requested that a formal letter with the request for the Farmer’s market be 
submitted providing the Board with more information on the day(s) and time that the 
Farmer’s market would be open, as well as a plan to present to the Board.  
 
The Town Board had a brief discussion on the matter concerning how the other merchants in 
the hamlet would feel about this and adjourned the matter at this time for further information.

BOND RESOLUTION DATED MARCH 31, 2009. 
 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $11,500 BONDS OF 
THE TOWN OF BEDFORD, WESTCHESTER COUNTY, NEW YORK, TO PAY 
THE COST OF THE REMOVAL OF VARIOUS OIL TANKS AT TOWN 
FACILITIES, IN AND FOR SAID TOWN. 

 
WHEREAS, all conditions precedent to the financing of the capital purposes hereinafter 

described, including compliance with the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act 
to the extent required, have been performed; and 

RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, 
as follows: 

Section 1. For paying the cost of the removal of various oil tanks at Town facilities, in 
and for the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental expenses in 
connection therewith, a class of objects or purposes, there are hereby authorized to be issued 
$11,500 bonds of said Town pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law. 

Section 2. It is hereby determined that the estimated maximum cost of the aforesaid 
class of objects or purposes is $11,500, and that the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance 
of the $11,500 bonds of the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, authorized to be 
issued pursuant to this bond resolution. 

Section 3. It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the 
aforesaid class of objects or purposes is ten years, pursuant to subdivision eighty-eight of paragraph 
a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law.  It is hereby further determined that the maximum 
maturity of the bonds authorized will exceed five years. 

Section 4. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize 
the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the 
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor, the 
chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such 
manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local 
Finance Law. 

Section 5. The faith and credit of said Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New 
York, are hereby irrevocably pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on such 
obligations as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be 
made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due 
and payable in such year.  There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property in said 
Town a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become 
due and payable. 

Section 6. Such bonds shall be in fully registered form and shall be signed in the name 
of the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, by the manual or facsimile signature of 
the Supervisor and a facsimile of its corporate seal shall be imprinted or impressed thereon and may 
be attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the Town Clerk. 
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Section 7. The powers and duties of advertising such bonds for sale, conducting the 
sale and awarding the bonds, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor, who shall advertise such bonds 
for sale, conduct the sale, and award the bonds in such manner as the Supervisor shall deem best for 
the interests of the Town; provided, however, that in the exercise of these delegated powers, the 
Supervisor shall comply fully with the provisions of the Local Finance Law and any order or rule of 
the State Comptroller applicable to the sale of municipal bonds.  The receipt of the Supervisor shall 
be a full acquittance to the purchaser of such bonds, who shall not be obliged to see to the 
application of the purchase money. 

Section 8. All other matters, except as provided herein relating to such bonds, including 
determining whether to issue such bonds having substantially level or declining annual debt service 
and all matters related thereto, prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear on 
said bonds, prescribing the method for the recording of ownership of said bonds, appointing the 
fiscal agent or agents for said bonds, providing for the printing and delivery of said bonds (and if 
said bonds are to be executed in the name of the Town by the facsimile signature of its Supervisor, 
providing for the manual countersignature of a fiscal agent or of a designated official of the Town), 
the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, place or places of payment, and also 
including the consolidation with other issues, shall be determined by the Supervisor.  It is hereby 
determined that it is to the financial advantage of the Town not to impose and collect from 
registered owners of such bonds any charges for mailing, shipping and insuring bonds transferred or 
exchanged by the fiscal agent, and, accordingly, pursuant to paragraph c of Section 70.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, no such charges shall be so collected by the fiscal agent.  Such bonds shall 
contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance 
Law and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals in addition to those required by 
Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Supervisor shall determine. 

Section 9. This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of 
Treasury Regulations Section 1.150 - 2.  Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or 
are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with 
respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein. 

Section 10. The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested 
only if: 

(1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said 
Town is not authorized to expend money, or 

(2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of 
publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with, 

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the 
date of such publication, or 

(3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the 
Constitution. 
Section 11. This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in 

summary in the Bedford Pound Ridge Record Review, the official newspaper of the Town, 
together with a notice of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of 
the Local Finance Law.

THE COST OF THE VARIOUS CAPITAL PURPOSES IN AND FOR SAID 
TOWN. 

 
WHEREAS, all conditions precedent to the financing of the capital purposes hereinafter 

described, including compliance with the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act 
to the extent required, have been performed; and 

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize the financing of such capital purposes: NOW 
THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, 
as follows: 

Section 1. For the purpose of paying the cost of the objects or purposes hereinafter set 
forth in this bond resolution, there are hereby authorized to be issued $479,500 bonds of said Town 
pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, apportioned among the aforesaid objects or 
purposes set forth in Section 2 hereof in accordance with the estimated maximum cost of each as set 
forth therein.  The maximum maturity of bonds will not exceed five years, except where indicated 
below, and none of the objects or purposes financed constitutes an assessable improvement 

Section 2. The objects or purposes to be financed pursuant to this bond resolution are as 
follows: 

a) replacement of passenger vehicles, in service for three years or more, or, in the case 
of the replacement of police or fire vehicles, in service for one year or more, 
including incidental expenses in connection therewith, constituting a class of objects 
or purposes; the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $184,000 bonds 
authorized by this resolution, at an estimated maximum cost of $184,000; it is 
hereby further determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid 
class of objects or purposes is three years, pursuant to subdivision seventy-seven of 
paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of 
the bonds authorized is limited to three years, and that the foregoing is not an 
assessable improvement; 

b) acquisition of improved information technology equipment, including software and 
installation expenses, for use at or in connection with various Town facilities, in and 
for the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental 
expenses in connection therewith, constituting a class of objects or purposes; the 
plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $250,500 bonds authorized by 
this resolution, at an estimated maximum cost of $250,500; it is hereby further 
determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or 
purposes is five years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-two of paragraph a of Section 
11.00 of the Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is 
limited to five years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

c) application of preservative stain to the train station roof, in and for the Town of 
Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental expenses in 
connection therewith, constituting a specific object or purpose; the plan for the 
financing thereof is by the issuance of $8,500 bonds authorized by this resolution, at 
an estimated maximum cost of $8,500; it is hereby further determined that the 
period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is five 
years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-five of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is limited to five 
years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

d) tree removal and tree maintenance at the Town’s cemeteries, in and for the Town of 
Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental expenses in 
connection therewith, constituting a class of objects or purposes; the plan for the 
financing thereof is by the issuance of $8,500 bonds authorized by this resolution, at 
an estimated maximum cost of $8,500; it is hereby further determined that the 
period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is five 
years, pursuant to subdivision fifty-seven of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is limited to five 
years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

e) installation of a gas line at the Bedford Hills Community House, in and for the 
Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental expenses 
in connection therewith, constituting a specific object or purpose; the plan for the 
financing thereof is by the issuance of $14,000 bonds authorized by this resolution, 
at an estimated maximum cost of $14,000; it is hereby further determined that the 
period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is five 
years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-five of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is limited to five 
years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

f) acquisition and installation of a stove at the Bedford Hills Community House, in 
and for the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including 
incidental expenses in connection therewith, constituting a specific object or 
purpose; the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $3,500 bonds 
authorized by this resolution, at an estimated maximum cost of $3,500; it is hereby 
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further determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of 
objects or purposes is five years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-two of paragraph a of 
Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds 
authorized is limited to five years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable 
improvement; 

g) acquisition and installation of security cameras at various facilities, in and for the 
Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental expenses 
in connection therewith, constituting a class of objects or purposes; the plan for the 
financing thereof is by the issuance of $7,500 bonds authorized by this resolution, at 
an estimated maximum cost of $7,500; it is hereby further determined that the 
period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is five 
years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-five of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is limited to five 
years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

h) acquisition and installation an above-ground oil tank at 21 Park Avenue, in and 
for the Town of Bedford, Westchester County, New York, including incidental 
expenses in connection therewith, constituting a specific object or purpose; the plan 
for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $3,000 bonds authorized by this 
resolution, at an estimated maximum cost of $3,000; it is hereby further determined 
that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is 
five years, pursuant to subdivision thirty-two of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized is limited to five 
years, and that the foregoing is not an assessable improvement; 

Section 3. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize 
the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the 
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor, the 
chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such 
manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local 
Finance Law.
